FIRST-LINE TRANSPORTATION  
SUPERVISOR $27.69 Directly  
supervise and coordinate activities  
of transportation and material-moving 
machine and vehicle operators  
and helpers. 

LIGHT TRUCK OR DELIVERY DRIVER 
$15.95 Drive a light vehicle, such as  
a truck or van, with a capacity of less  
than 26,000 pounds Gross Vehicle  
Weight (GVW), primarily to deliver or pick 
up merchandise or to deliver packages. 
May load and unload vehicle.

INDUSTRIAL TRUCK OR TRACTOR  
OPERATOR $18.01 Operate industrial 
trucks or tractors equipped to move  
materials around a warehouse, storage 
yard, factory, construction site, or  
similar location.

DISPATCHER $18.41 Schedule and  
dispatch workers, work crews, 
equipment, or service vehicles for 
conveyance of  materials, freight, or 
passengers, or  
for normal installation, service, or  
emergency repairs rendered outside  
the place of business. Duties may include 
using radio, telephone, or computer to 
transmit assignments and compiling  
statistics and reports on work progress.

CARGO & FREIGHT AGENT $13.15  
Expedite and route movement of 
incoming and outgoing cargo and freight 
shipments in airline, train, and trucking 
terminals,  and shipping docks. Take 
orders from customers and arrange 
pickup of freight and cargo for delivery to 
loading platform. Prepare and examine 
bills of lading to determine shipping 
charges and tariffs. 

LABORER & FREIGHT, STOCK &  
MATERIAL MOVER $14.31 Manually 
move freight, stock, or other materials 
or perform other general labor.
